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Itis the site of a temple built by the third lord Hidehira,
modeled after the Phoenix Hall of Byodoin Temple in Uji,
Kyoto. The sites of temple buildings and a pond have
been preserved in good condition.

This site contains the remnants of a large-scale
settlement from the latter half of the middle Jomon
period, around 4,200 to 5,000 years ago. Restored
earthen-roof dwellings and stone circles are exhibited
here.
